Jesus is What kind of a King for Us?

ax 1I The Apostles in today's Gospel were faced with a dilemma. Jesus asked them to feed the
crowd, which they humbly admitted was beyond their ability. He was making a point to His
| Apostles and to us. Jesus prayed to His heavenly Father then had His Apostles distribute more
food than five thousand could eat. There were even twelve baskets of leftovers. The
people realizing that a great miracle had occurred now wanted to make Jesus their King to take
S BB L% care of their every need. And so He ran away from them because He did not come into our world
i mmrf'fw“" '[m_t to feed our bodies, which people normally can do by themselves, but to feed their souls which is
something which only He can do.

People living at the time of Jesus were expected a warrior-king messiah who would kick out the
Roman oppressors and re-establish a new and powerful Jewish kingdom. When they saw the miracles Jesus
performed they imagined all the power and physical wealth that Jesus could give them. However, Jesus would have
none of it as His miracles were meant to be signs of something far greater than relief from hunger, sickness and
suffering. He came to heal spiritual sickness, spiritual disease and spiritual death. The miracles of Jesus were signs of
healing and new life for the human soul, which only He and His Sacraments can give.

When He healed the blind and the deaf, it was a sign of those whose eyes and ears would be opened to His message of
life and salvation and could now see and hear God's truth. When He cured those with diseases, it was a sign of those
whose souls would be healed through forgiveness so they would no longer be disfigured by sin. When He cured the
mute, it was a sign of those He would fill with the Good News so that they could share this saving message with others.
When He cured the paralytic and the lame, it was a sign of those He would free from their spiritual paralysis and
lameness, so they could walk, run and live according to His divine teachings. When He raised the dead to life, it was a
sign of renewed life within a soul that had been dead because of mortal sin.

When He multiplied the loaves and the fish, it was a sign of Holy Communion, which comes to us only in a miraculous
way during Mass, which is the new Spiritual Food for the people of God. The left over food in wicker baskets indicate
that Jesus intends to continually invite even more people into His Church and to His Spiritual Banquet. The Eucharist is
the Spiritual Food that fills our soul and nourishes and strengthens our spirit, purifies our soul of venial sins, and is a
pledge of our eternal life.

Over 1,600 years ago St. Ephraim says: "O Lord, we cannot go to the pool of Siloam to which you sent the blind man to
receive his sight. But we have Your Precious Body and Blood, filled with Your life and light." Fr. Tom
