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Twenty-third Sunday in Ordinary Time

Hating that which Separates Us from Jesus

Our Lord often uses hyperbolic to shock His listeners. Today’s gospel provides a good example of this. Jesus says that we
cannot be his disciples if we come to Him without hating father and mother, wife and husband, children and parents,
brothers and sister, and even our own lives. Such words shock us. Our Lord is not telling us not to honor your father and
mother, nor is He telling us to refuse to see God in others. And He is not telling us to ignore God’s handwork in our own
lives. He is using startling words to illustrate the demands of being His disciples which includes hating anything that keeps
us from being a faithful disciple of Jesus.

The parables in today’s Gospel about a man considering building a tower and a king preparing for war, tells us that we have
to have a plan for how we are going to live as a Christian. We have to ask ourselves how we can best prepare ourselves and
the world for the Lord. We have to stop and look at the many parts of our lives and consider if it fits into the life of a
Catholic. We have our work, our school, our families and friends, our sports and arts. These are important. We have our
bodies and so we have to exercise, eat properly and basically take care of ourselves. Most important, we have those whom
we love and those we take care of. All these are the threads that make up the fabric of our lives.

We also have to consider if there are any parts of our lives that are actually tearing us away from being a Catholic
Christian. At times, this means making hard choices. Maybe we need more sleep and less television, or more family time
and less time before a screen, computer, tablet or phone. Maybe we need fewer office projects, school commitments, or
other activities that keeps us away from serving God and those around us.

Nothing is more important than being faithful to our Baptismal Promises. Not our stuff, not our likes, not our perceived
position among our peers, not even the people in our lives. We cannot allow anything to stand in the way of our being a
true disciple of Jesus Christ. Our Lord tells us: "He who loves his life loses it, and he who hates his life in this world will
keep it to life eternal.”

To be a disciple of Christ means to live beyond the insignificant things that we throw into our lives and to make time first
for the things of God. When Jesus speaks about hating father and mother, wife and children, brothers and sisters and even
our own lives, He is telling us to remove or change those things that hinder our fidelity to Jesus and His teachings.

WHY DO WE DO THAT? - CATHOLIC LIFE EXPLAINED
Q: As Catholics, we talk a lot about "redemptive
suffering" and "carrying your cross." What does
that mean practically in daily life? e
A: When Jesus spoke these words, they would [
have sounded quite intense to his hearers. "Pick [Z
up your cross daily and follow me." At the time, o
Jesus hadn't yet been crucified. A cross was a
Roman torture instrument. "Pick up the thing that tortures
you the most," Jesus seemed to say. Unfortunately, most of
us have no real shortage of these in our life. To take up the
cross isn't to seek out new sufferings in our life. It's to
accept the life we have. Of course, unjust or unhealthy
circumstances should be rectified when possible. But there
are always circumstances that remain out of our immediate
control. It could be pain management, the defiance of our
teenage child, or an unhealthy work environment... but you
need the paycheck to pay the bills. In difficult circumstances,
it can be easier to blame, complain, or daydream our way
out of it. None of these are real solutions, since none of
them accept the reality of the situation at hand. Those
options only add to our suffering, since they damage
relationships, fixate on the problem, or set up unrealistic
expectations.

Instead, Jesus invites us to take up our cross - to look at the
uncomfortable situation square in the eyes, take a deep
breath, and do our best to be present to God's grace in the
moment. To love those in our path. To take things one step
at a time.
